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Take Home Point: *GOD IS OUR KING – Dance, shout, and sing to the King.
*Repeat this phrase throughout the lesson.

Bible Event: 2 Samuel 6:11-15
Jesus Link: Because Jesus sent us his Spirit, God is with us always. Therefore, we want to worship God.
We will help children know:

· Because David was happy that God was with him, he worshipped him with music and dance.

· God wants them to worship Him.

· There are different ways to worship God.

We will help the children feel:

· Happy that God is with them and wants to bless them.

· Compelled to worship God through music and prayer.

We will help the children do:

· Praise God in various forms: shouting, singing and dancing.

· Produce a snack item and make it into a maraca.

Pre-Session Singing: (10 minutes)
Purpose: When all children are in one group singing, it is easy for new children to join the group and immediately get involved. When the music can be correlated, it introduces the theme for the day. 

Choose two to three songs. 

Large Group Opening: (15 minutes) 
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Purpose: The puppet demonstrates the need that will be met in today’s lesson. The scripts are not written verbatim, but give a story line in which the group leader can interact with the puppet. The children are introduced to the take home point and then interact with God’s Word as they experience the Bible event.
Supplies needed:  Xiao Hung puppet; ;state flag; Two headpieces, four fancy cloth squares to pull over the priest’s shoulders; king’s crown and robe; rhythm instruments (if possible, one per child—option: several for children helping with dramatization); Ark of the Lord

Puppet Presentation:

Xiao Hung comes out with a state flag. He seems excited and says that last night he went to a football game. It was fun. When the team scores, he got to dance, shout and sing about his team. He demonstrates yelling for his team. The kids practice it also.

The presenter says that must be wonderful. Xiao Hung becomes somber. No, it is not wonderful. Now the presenter is perplexed. He wants to know why it isn’t wonderful. Xiao Hung says that now he has to sit and be quiet in church. He wants to dance, shout and sing. 

The presenter tells Xiao Hung that today they are going to learn a story about King David and how he worshipped like he was at a football game. Teach Xiao Hung and the kids today’s take home point *GOD IS OUR KING—dance, shout, and sing to the King.
Bible Event:
Introduce the story by saying:

Today we are going to learn about a time when King David brought a special box to the city of Jerusalem. He was so excited that he sang, shouted and danced for God. That reminds me of our special words for today. Let’s practice them. *GOD IS OUR KING – dance, shout, and sing to the King.
Call up seven volunteers to help dramatize the story. You will need the following characters:

· King David 

· Obed-Edom

· Wife of Obed-Edom

· Four priests

· Additional priests and Israelites if you do not have enough instruments for the entire group

Place the robe and crown on King David. Put headpieces on Obed-Edom and his wife, and put priestly cloths around the four priests. 

Introduce the story by saying:

I’m going to need everybody’s help to act out today’s Bible event. Every time I say, “God is our King,” I want you to shout, “Shout, sing and dance to the King!” Let’s practice. *GOD IS OUR KING – dance, shout and sing to the King! Great job!

Practice one or two more times.

Position Obed-Edom and his wife on both sides of the Ark of the Lord. Other actors are off stage.

1.
Introduce the Ark of the Covenant:

Many years ago, God told His people to make a special box that would remind them He was their God and that He was with them. This special box was called the Ark of the Covenant. On top of it were two angels with their wings touching and looking down into the lid. It was covered with gold and very beautiful. Inside the box, they kept things that reminded them of how God had always been with them. They had samples of special manna, bread that God had fed His people. There were stone tablets of God’s rules, and even a walking stick that had leaves coming out from it. Everything in the Ark of the Covenant reminded the people that God wanted His people to follow Him and that He would always be with them. 

2.
Introduce Obed-Edom and his wife:

Even though the Ark of the Covenant belonged in the temple, it ended up in someone’s barn. Here he is now. His name is Obed-Edom, and this is his wife. Can you see how they are smiling? That’s because as long as the Ark of the Covenant was on their land, everything prospered. Their grapes grew well. His flocks of sheep grew. And Obed-Edom knew that God was with him and his wife.

3.
King David comes to get the Ark:

When King David found out that the Ark of the Covenant was at Obed-Edom’s farm, he wanted to take it back to Jerusalem and put it in the place of worship where it belonged. Then everyone would be reminded that the real king is God and that He is with His people. 

So, David and all of his men went to Obed-Edom’s house. When he saw the Ark he said to himself:

*GOD IS OUR KING – dance, shout, and sing to the King!

4.
King David moves the Ark.

He gave orders to move the Ark. It was so special that the priests were the only ones who could touch it. Priests were special people who were in charge of worshipping God. They put long poles on both sides of it and picked it up. David was excited about bringing the Ark back to Jerusalem because he wanted everyone to know that:

*GOD IS OUR KING – dance, shout, and sing to the King!

When they began their journey, they only walked six steps. Can we count to six? (Carry the Ark six steps and then stop.) Then David said:

*GOD IS OUR KING – dance, shout, and sing to the King!

David even took off his royal robe and his crown. He began to dance, and shout, and sing. He wanted everyone to know:

*GOD IS OUR KING – dance, shout, and sing to the King!

5. Conclusion: All sing on the way to Jerusalem.

Pass out rhythm instruments to all the children. Play a children’s worship song of your choosing. Lead a praise processional around the room after giving the following explanation:

They took the Ark to the temple in Jerusalem, to worship God for being with them and today we worship God also. Even though we don’t have the Ark of the Covenant, we know that God came to us. He sent His own Son, Jesus, and Jesus gave His life for us. Why? So that we could always know that:

*GOD IS OUR KING – dance, shout, and sing to the King!

Thank the helpers and have them sit down. Collect the rhythm instruments and close the large group time with a prayer.

Dear God, 

We love You.

You are our King.

We dance, shout and sing to the King.

Thank You for Jesus.

He is with us always.

In Jesus’ name. Amen

Small Group Application: (30 minutes)
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Purpose: Smaller groups enable children to develop closer relationships with adults and peers in the church. As you reinforce the take home point with a fun hands-on activity, discuss the Bible event. Be sure to repeat the take home point several times. Say the first part and have the children respond with the second phrase. Application questions help kids apply the take home point to their daily lives. Close this session by gathering your small group for prayer. Let the kids pray!

During the small group application time, discuss the following points and questions:
In the Bible event today, King David was very happy. What made him happy? (The Ark of the Lord was being brought back to Jerusalem. The Ark helped God’s people know God was with them.)
What happened to Obed-Edom and his family when the Ark was in their home? (God blessed them. Good things happened to them.)

How has God blessed you? What good things has He done for you? 
How can you praise God? 

That reminds me of our special words for today. *GOD IS OUR KING – dance, shout, and sing to the King!
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 Activity 1: “Musical Instrument” Craft
Supplies needed:  12-inch length of plastic craft lacing for each child; two, 15mm jingle bells for each child

Hand out the ribbons and jingle bells to the children.

Today we learned *GOD IS OUR KING – dance, shout, and sing to the King! To help us praise God we are going to make a musical instrument and then sing a song.

Have the children thread the jingle bells onto the ribbon. Help them tie the bells onto the ribbon. As time permits, sing some simple songs such as “Praise Him, Praise Him All You Little Children,” “Jesus Loves Me,” or other favorite songs. As the children sing, have them play their instruments.

Activity 2: “Musical” Snack
Supplies needed:  one small paper cup per child; “pillow” biscuit; M&M’s or similar local type chocolate; other small local biscuits that is sold in pasar malam; three bowls for each table; aluminum foil or plastic wrap; scissors; masking tape

Hand out a paper cup to each child. Pour small amounts of the treats into the bowls—one bowls with “pillow” biscuits, one with some other local biscuits, and one with M&M’s or similar local type chocolate. Let the children work in small groups, counting ten of each treat and putting them in their cups. While the children work, cut five-inch squares of aluminum foil for each child. When the children are finished putting treats in their cups, have them place a square of aluminum foil on the top of the cup and bend it on the sides. Help them use masking tape to tape the foil onto the cups. They now have maracas! As the children work says:


Today we are making a musical snack—maracas. Look at the bright, beautiful colors of the “pillow” biscuits and M&M’s. 

What is your favorite color? Those colors sure make me happy. What makes you happy? 

You know what else makes me happy? God makes me happy! I know that after His Son Jesus went back to heaven, He sent His Spirit to be with us. I know that God is with me all the time and that makes me very happy. It also reminds me of today’s special words: *GOD IS OUR KING – dance, shout and sing to the King! 

Review why King David was happy and what he did. After using the treats as maracas, let the children open their snacks and eat them.

Activity 3: “Praise Action” Game
Supplies needed:  none
Have the children sit in the circle. Tell the children they are going to learn a game called “Praise Action Game” because today they learned *GOD IS OUR KING – dance, shout, and sing to the King! 
Discuss words people use to praise God, such as “Alleluia,” “Hosanna,” “Praise the Lord!,” “God is awesome!” and “I love you, Jesus!” Let the children contribute their own ideas. 

Next discuss ways to praise God, such as throwing hands up in the air, clapping, and jumping up and down. 

Combine praise words with actions. You say the praise words and the children do the following actions: 

· “Alleluia”—raise hands

· “God is awesome”—jump up and down

· “Praise the Lord”—clap 

· “I love you Jesus”—throw a kiss

After the children practice actions to these praise words, tell them to show you how good their memories are. The teacher will say a praise word and the children try to remember which action to do. After a few rounds, pick up the pace.

Activity 4: “Special Delivery”
Purpose: Help kids to memorize and keep scriptures at heart. Using creative ways to help kids enjoy learning the key verse and in small group setting.

Supplies needed: eleven 3X5 inch cards; 11 envelopes and number them; baseball cap; whiteboard; masking tape
Memory Verse:  Psalm 47:2 ~ The Lord is the great King over all the earth.
Memory Verse Learning:

Prior to class, write out each word of the Bible memory verse on 3 by 5 inch cards and put each card in an envelope. Number the envelopes. During this activity, the shepherd wears a cap and pretends to be a postman. He delivers (distribute) the envelopes to the children. Sit the children before the whiteboard. 

1. Call out the numbers and have the child hand card to the shepherd to be read aloud.

2. Paste the card on the white board and everyone repeat the word.

3. Repeat 1 & 2 as the subsequent numbers are being called out. 

When the Bible verse is completely assemble, have everyone recite the verse. 

Prayer Time:
Close with prayers of praise. Pass one child’s jingle bell instrument around the circle. As each child gets the instrument, he can say a prayer. Allow shy children to pray silently.

Large Group Wrap-Up: (10 minutes)
Purpose: The crazy bird puppet, Xiao Er, struggles with learning the take home point. The leader shows an example of each small group application activity from this lesson and says the first phrase of the take home point. The kids respond with their phrase. They try to teach the puppet the take home point, but each time he confuses words or concepts. After three attempts, he finally gets it right and sings the correct take home point in a silly opera like voice.
Supplies needed:  Xiao Er puppet; Sample activities

Lesson Review with Puppet Skit:
Presenter shows Xiao Er a craft made in Activity 1. Then the kids attempt to teach Xiao Er the take home point.

Xiao Er’s response to Activity 3 sample:  “Dance, shout and sing for ping pong!”
Presenter says: 
“Xiao Er, listen one last time.

Kids response:

Presenter says to Xiao Er :

Xiao Er’s response:  
(Warms up his singing voice with “Mee, mee, mee, mee, mee…” and sings in a silly dramatic opera-like voice) “God is our King – dance, shout and sing to the King.”
