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Take Home Point: *JESUS GAVE HIMSELF FOR ME – Remember Jesus.
*Repeat this phrase throughout the lesson. The presenter will say the first part of the phrase (CAPS). The children respond with the second part of the phrase (italics).
Bible Event: Matthew 26:20-30

Jesus Link: Jesus spends every moment caring for us; He even spent His last night on earth with His disciples.
We will help children know:

· The story of the Last Supper

· The Last Supper had a special meaning—Jesus would die on the cross for everyone and Jesus would become a part of those who believe.

· The children can remember that Jesus died for them and know that He lives inside them.

We will help the children feel:

· Meditative as they reflect on Jesus dying on the cross.

· Reassured that Jesus lives and is with them.

· Strengthened by knowing that Jesus gave His body and blood for them.

We will help the children do:
· Participate in a dramatized Bible event of the Last Supper.

· Make a memory book to help them remember Jesus.

· Play a memory action game.

Pre-Session Singing: (10 minutes)
Purpose: When all children are in one group singing, it is easy for new children to join the group and immediately get involved. When the music can be correlated, it introduces the theme for the day. Choose two to three songs and list them here.
Large Group Opening: (15 minutes) 
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Purpose: The puppet demonstrates the need that will be met in today’s lesson. The scripts are not written verbatim, but give a story line in which the group presenter can interact with the puppet. The children are introduced to the take home point and then interact with God’s word, as they experience the Bible event.
Supplies needed: Xiao Hung puppet; bag of popcorn; bag with about six pictures inside that are reminders of special events: birthday cake, chocolate egg (Easter),  heart shaped cookies or chocolates (Valentine’s Day), mandarin oranges (Chinese New Year), ketupat (Hari Raya), red eggs(full moon celebration); mahjong paper; several large pillows (optional); adult-sized Jesus costume; small paper cups; grape juice; chapatti; headpieces for 12 “disciples”; larger loaf of bread; clear, drinking goblet with grape juice in it
Puppet Presentation:

The large group presenter brings out popcorn and starts eating it before Xiao Hung comes onstage. As Xiao Hung enters, he remarks that he smells popcorn. The presenter shows Xiao Hung the bag of popcorn and says that it is a memory food. Xiao Hung is perplexed. What is a memory food? 

The presenter explains that a memory food is a food that helps us remember a special day or activity. He asks Xiao Hung what popcorn helps him remember. Xiao Hung says it helps him remember going to the movies.

Xiao Hung and the presenter play a game, “I remember.” One by one, the presenter brings out each of the memory foods from the grocery bag. Xiao Hung must say what they help us remember. When finished, the presenter gives the children a chance to name a few memory foods and what they are a reminder of. 

The presenter then asks Xiao Hung if he knew that Jesus had a remember meal. Xiao Hung is surprised. He didn’t know that. The presenter shares that the meal was right before Jesus died on the cross. The purpose of the meal was to help the disciples, and all who believe in Jesus, remember that Jesus died on the cross for their sins. It was also to help them remember that Jesus lives and His power lives inside of them.

The presenter teaches Xiao Hung the take home point. *JESUS GAVE HIMSELF FOR ME – Remember Jesus. The presenter says the first line, Xiao Hung responds with the second line. After practicing it with Xiao Hung a few times, practice it with the children. 

Bible Event: Imagination Theater

Imagination Theater is audience participation drama where the Bible event is told in creative fashion, using children as actors. The Imagination Box contains the Bible and other special props used for the drama. Begin by removing the Bible and explain that it is God’s word. Briefly summarize the story, and then remove an imaginary hat and place it on your head. This is your Imagination Hat. Invite the children to put on theirs as well. They will also use their imaginations to picture the events the Bible tells us about. Some will even use their imaginations to help act out these events. Distribute props to actors as they are called forward at the beginning of the presentation. Have them sit to the side until they are called onstage. An adult volunteer will be helpful.

This event will require an adult who is costumed as Jesus who will speak some parts and twelve children who will be costumed as disciples with headpieces. They can be at the front of the room sitting with small paper plates with little bits of chapatti and a glass of juice. Also needed, a white washcloth.

If your group is under twenty, have all the children participate as disciples.

“The Last Supper”
Beforehand, spread the mahjong paper down the center of the room for a table. Put all the small pieces of bread and the goblet at the end of the mahjong paper nearest the stage. Pour a swallow of grape juice into each of the cups and set them along the table.

INTRODUCTION: The Imagination Box—pick 12

The large group presenter tells the Bible event. 

Let me check the Imagination Box. (He pulls out the Bible.) Here in the book of Matthew, I find the event we will learn about today. It is called the Lord’s Supper or the Last Supper. That’s because it was the last supper Jesus had with His special friends, the disciples. I need twelve disciple volunteers to come up here now. I will tap you on the head and you can come to the front and put a special disciple’s headpiece on. Then I’d like you to sit down at the table right in front of one of the plates. (Help kids get situated.) 
Dark night—remember three things

Now, lets imagine where we are. It is nighttime and we’re in a special room. There are only the twelve disciples and Jesus. He wanted to have a “remember meal” with His disciples. He knew this would be the last night He would be with them before He would die on the cross. He wanted them to remember that He was giving His life for them. He wanted them to remember that He would always be with them… even if they could not see Him. 

Jesus and the remember food

Look at the table and what do you see? Some of the special remember food was bread and wine. This wine is a special kind of grape juice. I wonder what Jesus will do with it? I wonder how it will help people remember Him. Let’s find out. Put on your Imagination Hats with me. I want you to imagine that you are going to meet Jesus. You know it will be someone pretending to be Jesus. If you use your imagination, maybe you can think how it was to be with Jesus at the Last Supper many years ago.

Jesus washes feet

Notice what Jesus did first. Jesus came by and washed all of their feet. I wonder why He did that. Let’s listen.

(Jesus actor speaks as he washes feet.) I am happy to be with you for this special remember meal. I want you to always remember how much I love you. One way that I show that now is that I will wash your feet. This is usually the job of a servant, but today I will do it to serve you with my love. If I do this to serve you, then you should also serve others.

The Passover—count to 12

(An actor dressed as Jesus continues, moving from child to child, patting them on the back, as the large group presenter tells the story.) You can see that Jesus is here with His special friends. There are twelve of them. Can you count to twelve? (Count to twelve out loud.) They were all together to have a special remember meal. This was called the Passover meal. Can you say Passover? (Passover.) At this remember meal, Jesus ate food and told the wonderful story of how God had rescued their people from Egypt. Moses led them through the Red Sea when the waters parted. They were slaves and God brought them into the Promised Land. Remember how God is our rescuer.

Judas leaves

Next, Jesus said that someone would betray Him. That means that they would hand Him over to the presenters that wanted to kill Him. It would be one of His friends. It would be one of the twelve. I wonder who it is. The disciples asked, “Is it me? Is it me?” Disciples can you say that? (Disciple actors repeat, “Is it me?”)

(Jesus speaks) No. It’s not you, Peter or John. (Point to several children.) James, Andrew, Philip, Thomas. It’s the person who puts his bread into the cup at the same time that I do. 

(Jesus reaches over to the child that is closest to him and dips an imaginary hand. The narrator helps that child off the stage.) It is Judas. This is Judas and he left. 

(Jesus says) Go and do what you must do. (Jesus finishes the meal.)

And now Jesus told everyone to eat the remember food. We can do that now.

Jesus holds up the bread and wine

But now look and see that Jesus is doing something different. He’s picking up the bread and wine and he is saying that this would be the new kind of remember food. Let’s listen.

(Jesus actor speaks.) This bread will be special remember bread. When you eat it, you will remember me. You will think of my body. My body will be given for you. Look at this wine (hold up the cup). It will remind everyone what I will do to take away the sin of the world. You see, tomorrow I will die on the cross. My body will be broken and I will have cuts that will bleed. The remember food will help people remember what happened on the cross.

We have remember food today

(Large Group Presenter continues.) After that, the special remember meal was over. The disciples knew that something very special had happened. They would remember after that what happened at this special meal and would tell others about it, as well. From then on believers have been having the “remember meal” in their churches to remember what Jesus did for us. We remember that He loves us and that He gave His body. The bread and wine remind us that He gave His life for us on the cross. When we believe in Him, our sins are forgiven and He lives with us forever.

Just like Jesus did after the Last Supper, they sang a song as they went to the garden. Shall we sing a song? (Sing a song of your choice.)

(Jesus actor speaks.) Now I must go to the Garden of Gethsemane. Before I do, can you tell me the special words for today? 

*JESUS GAVE HIMSELF FOR ME – Remember Jesus. 
Jesus walks off stage. The presenter reviews the take home point: *JESUS GAVE HIMSELF FOR ME – Remember Jesus. End with a brief prayer with children repeating after each line.
Dear God, (repeat)
Thank You for being here. (repeat)
Thank You for sending Jesus. (repeat)
Jesus gave Himself for us. (repeat)
We remember Jesus! (repeat)
Thank You! Thank You! Thank You! (repeat)
Amen. (repeat)
Small Group Application: (30 minutes)
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Purpose: Smaller groups enable children to develop closer relationships with adults and peers in the church. As you reinforce the take home point with a fun hands-on activity, discuss the Bible event. Be sure to repeat the take home point several times. Say the first part and have the children respond with the second phrase. Application questions help kids apply the take home point to their daily lives. Close this session by gathering your small group for prayer. Let the kids pray!

During the small group application time, discuss the following questions and points:

Why was Jesus happy in today’s Bible event? (He was celebrating the special Passover meal with his disciples.)

Why was Jesus sad? (He knew that this would be the last time He celebrated the meal with them, and that the next day He would die on the cross.)

What do the bread and the wine help us remember? (Jesus died for us and Jesus lives inside of us.)

Why did Jesus die for us? (So our sins could be forgiven.)

Don’t forget to remind the children that after three days, Jesus came alive again. Young children who are unfamiliar with the Easter story may be frightened that Jesus died.
Activity 1: “Memory Book” Craft

Supplies needed: “Jesus said, ‘Remember Me!’” reproducible; scissors; stapler; yellow raffia, straw, or yarn; glue; two black dots for each child; crayons; one cross sticker for each child

To make the memory book:

1. Cut across the center.

2. Staple together with the words, “Jesus said, ‘Remember Me!’” on the front and the picture of the bread and wine in the center.

3. Glue the raffia, straw, or yarn in the manger on page 2.

4. Glue the black dots over the closed eyes on page 3.

5. Color the bread and the wine on the center pages.

6. Stick the cross on the hill on page 6. If time allows, color the hill.

7. Draw a picture of self on page 8.

8. Write name on the back of the book.

As the children work on their book, review the stories of Jesus’ birth, Jesus healing the blind man, the Last Supper, and Jesus’ death. Read the words of the book to the children, and remind them that Jesus died because He loves them and wanted to pay the price for their sins. Practice the take home point: *JESUS GAVE HIMSELF FOR ME – Remember Jesus. 
Activity 2: “Bread and Grape Juice” Snack

Supplies needed: serviettes; paper cups; chapatti; grape juice or water
Give the children a snack of grape juice and chapatti. As the children eat their snack, review the Bible event. Practice the take home point: *JESUS GAVE HIMSELF FOR ME – Remember Jesus. 
Activity 3: “Memory Action” Game

Supplies needed: cassette or CD player and wordless music with a beat of 4 or 8 (optional)
To play the Memory Action Game, have the children begin by clapping hands twice and then tapping shoulders twice. If using a tape recorder and music, have the children do their actions to the beat of the music. Repeat several times until the children have developed the rhythm. Then add a third action, such as tapping the head twice. Again, repeat all three actions several times, until the children have gotten the beat, and then add a fourth action. Continue in this manner, adding actions. 

When a child cannot remember an action, he or she must sit out. Continue until one child is left. Repeat the game with a different beat, such as a four count. Use the following actions for ideas:

· clap hands

· tap shoulders

· tap head

· stomp feet

· pat legs

· cross and pat arms

· jump

· click tongue

After playing the game a couple times, remind the children that we often forget to follow Jesus’ rules. But Jesus died on the cross so our sins could be punished and we could be forgiven. Jesus had a special supper, called the Lord’s Supper, to help us remember that and that He lives in us and helps us follow His directions. Practice the take home point:*JESUS GAVE HIMSELF FOR ME – Remember Jesus. 
Activity 4: “Show and Tell the News”
Purpose: Help kids to memorize and keep scriptures at heart. Using creative ways to help kids enjoy learning the key verse and in small group setting.

Supplies needed: Display board; sign boards with words written on it.
Memory Verse:  Luke 19:38 ~ God bless the King who comes in the name of the Lord! 
Memory Verse Learning:

Display the 7 sign boards in the correct arrangement before class. Recite the memory verse a few times with the children and every time remove one sign board from the display board. Repeat this until all the sign boards are being removed. Then give each child a sign board. Tell the children to remember the word that is on the sign board that they are holding. As the children recite the memory verse together, they are to raise their sign board when those particular words is recited out. 
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Prayer Time: 

Each child prays, thanking Jesus for one thing he/she remembers He has done. The shepherd ends by thanking Jesus for dying for the sins of the world.

Large Group Wrap-Up: (10 minutes)
Purpose: The crazy bird puppet, Xiao Er, struggles with learning the take home point. The presenter shows an example of  each small group application activity from this lesson and says the first phrase of the take home point. The kids respond with their phrase. They try to teach the puppet the take home point, but each time he confuses words or concepts. After three attempts, he finally gets it right and sings the correct take home point in a silly opera-like voice.
Supplies needed: Xiao Er puppet; samples from today’s small group activities

Singing: (Optional) 

Lesson Review with Puppet Skit:
Presenter shows Xiao Er a craft made in Activity 1. Then the kids attempt to teach Xiao Er the take home point.

Presenter says to kids:
“Jesus gave Himself for me…”

Kids say:  


Remember Jesus.”

Presenter says to Xiao Er: “Jesus gave Himself for me…”
Xiao Er says: 
“Remember not to take naps under elephants.”

Presenter shows an example of the next activity done in small group and repeats first phrase to kids. The kids say the correct response trying to teach Xiao Er the take home point. Continue in this manner with Presenter showing example of each activity. Here are Xiao Er’s responses:

Xiao Er’s response to Activity 2 sample: “Remember not to drink grape juice upside down!

Xiao Er’s response to Activity 3 sample:  “Remember to…uh, I forgot what to remember!”
Xiao Er’s response to Activity 4 sample:  “Remember I have come…”
Presenter says: 
“Xiao Er, listen one last time.

“Jesus gave Himself for me…”

Kids’ response: 
Remember Jesus.”

Presenter says to Xiao Er:  “Jesus gave Himself for me…”

Xiao Er’s response:  
(Warms up his singing voice with “Mee, mee, mee, mee, mee…” and sings in a silly dramatic opera-like voice) “JESUS GAVE HIMSELF FOR ME– Remember Jesus.”
