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Take Home Point: *GOD IS AWESOME—God washes me clean.
*Repeat this phrase throughout the lesson. The leader will say the first part of the phrase (CAPS). The children respond with the second part of the phrase (italics).

Bible Event: 2 Kings 5:1-17

Jesus Link: Jesus washes me clean through His death on the cross.
We will help children know:

· The story of Naaman being healed of leprosy.

· Just as Naaman was healed of leprosy by God’s power, we are healed of sin sickness by the power of Jesus’ death on the cross.

· Because we love Jesus, we try not to sin, yet we sometimes fail. Each time we fail, Jesus’ forgiveness washes us clean once again.

We will help the children feel:

· Convicted of their sin.

· Confident that they are forgiven.

· Desire to “go and sin no more.”

We will help the children do:
· Watch a video about Naaman being healed of leprosy.

· Dip a cookie in milk seven times while reviewing the Bible event.

· Play a game, “Seven Dip Relay,” as a Bible event review activity.

Pre-Session Singing: (10 minutes)
Purpose: When all children are in one group singing, it is easy for new children to join the group and immediately get involved. When the music can be correlated, it introduces the theme for the day. Choose two to three songs and list them here.
Large Group Opening: (15 minutes) 
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Purpose: The puppet demonstrates the need that will be met in today’s lesson. The scripts are not written verbatim, but give a story line in which the group leader can interact with the puppet. The children are introduced to the take home point and then interact with God’s word as they experience the Bible event.
Supplies needed: Xiao Hung puppet; puppet-sized, dirty, white t-shirt (splattered with mud); Animated Stories from the Bible: Elisha (Nest Masters, 1994)

Puppet Presentation:

Purpose: The puppet demonstrates the need that will be met in today’s lesson. The scripts are not written verbatim, but give a story line in which the group leader can interact with the puppet.

Xiao Hung comes in wearing a white t-shirt that looks as if it has been rolled in the mud. Xiao Hung looks downcast and is muttering repeatedly, “Oh, boy, am I in big trouble!” The presenter greets Xiao Hung as if nothing is amiss and then notices Xiao Hung’s t-shirt. He asks Xiao Hung what happened. 

Xiao Hung shares that he was ready for Sunday School and asked his Mom if he could go outside to wait. She told him yes, but that he must stay on the sidewalk and not get dirty. He noticed a ball stuck in the tree and climbed up to get it. He got a little dirty. Then he jumped out of the tree and fell in the mud. Now he’s really dirty and in really big trouble. 

The presenter shares that Xiao Hung’s story reminds him of today’s Bible event. In the Bible event there was a man who was in big trouble because he was dirty too. His name was Naaman. Naaman wasn’t dirty with mud. He had a skin disease called leprosy. We know that when we have a disease we aren’t really dirty but, at that time in Naaman’s country, when people had leprosy they were treated as if they were dirty. Other people stayed away from them and they had to live away from everyone else because people were afraid they, too, might get leprosy. In the Bible event, Naaman takes seven dips in a river and is washed clean. 

Xiao Hung can be washed clean, too. His t-shirt is dirty, but he is also dirty in another way. He is dirty with sin. He disobeyed his mom, and that is a sin. Jesus died on the cross so our sins can be washed away. Jesus forgives Xiao Hung and his mom will, too. 

Xiao Hung is feeling better. He knows his mom loves him. Even though she won’t be happy with him, Xiao Hung knows she will forgive him, just like Jesus forgives him.

The presenter teaches Xiao Hung the take home point. *GOD IS AWESOME—God washes me clean. After practicing the take home point with Xiao Hung several times, the presenter teaches it to the children.

Bible Event: Video
Test your sound and video system beforehand. Cue the video to its precise beginning. For larger groups of children (15 or more), use a large screen TV or imager. Dim the lights before starting the video. To introduce a video you might read from a Bible storybook and leave off the ending, inviting the children to see what happens by watching the video. You could also introduce the video by inviting the children to keep an eye out for special actions or words they will see during it.                                                                                         

Option 1: Show the video, Animated Stories from the Bible: Elisha, to the children. Start from the beginning and stop the video after Elisha puts his head on the table (cue: 22:28). This option includes the story of Elisha healing the Shunammite’s son and is almost eight minutes long.

Option 2: Show the video, Animated Stories from the Bible: Elisha, to the children. Start the video when the servant says, “Naaman, sir, I brought you something to drink” (cue: 14:32). Stop the video after Naaman’s servant girl says, “…a man of God” (cue: 5:09). Fast forward to Naaman pacing outside Elisha’s home (cue: 18:21). End after Elisha puts his head on the table (cue: 22:28).

After the video, point out to the children:

God washed Naaman clean and healed his leprosy when Naaman dipped in the river seven times. Jesus washes us clean when He forgives us and heals us of our sins.

Practice the take home point with the children. *GOD IS AWESOME—God washes me clean.
 End with a brief prayer.

Small Group Application: (30 minutes)
Purpose: Smaller groups enable children to develop closer relationships with adults and peers in the church. As you reinforce the take home point with a fun hands-on activity, discuss the Bible event. Be sure to repeat the take home point several times. Say the first part and have the children respond with the second phrase. Application questions help kids apply the take home point to their daily lives. Close this session by gathering your small group for prayer. Let the kids pray!

During the small group application time, discuss the following questions and points:

What was wrong with Naaman? (He had leprosy.)
How was he healed? (He was healed when he dipped in the river seven times.)
What is our problem? (We sin; we choose to do wrong things.)
How are we healed? (Jesus died so that we are forgiven and our sins are washed away.)

Activity 1: “Bubble Picture” Craft
Supplies needed: sheet of white paper per child; crayons; label with take home point; cups; one long straw per child; blue bubble solution; newspaper 
To make:

1. Use crayons to draw a heart on the paper. Draw a stick cross in the center of the heart.

2. Fill a cup half full with the bubble solution.

3. Use a straw to blow bubbles so that the bubbles are one-half inch to one inch above the cup.

4. Lay the picture face down on the cup to make a print of the bubbles.

5. Repeat several times.

6. Affix the label to the picture.

When finished, discuss the meaning of the picture: 

Because we sin, we choose to do wrong things. Our hearts are filled with sin. But because Jesus died on the cross and took the punishment for our sins, we can be forgiven. Jesus washes our heart clean, just as God washed Naaman’s body clean.

Practice the take home point: *GOD IS AWESOME—God washes me clean.

Activity 2: “Dipping Naaman” Snack
Supplies needed: teddy biscuits; milk or soya milk; paper cups; serviettes; Healthy Option: water; fresh fruit or veggie slices

Review the Bible event as the children dip Naaman (teddy biscuit) in the river (cup of milk or soya milk) seven times. Then eat!

HEALTHY SNACK OPTION: Dip carrots, celery, apples and bananas in a cup of water to represent Naaman dipping in the Jordan. 

Practice the take home point: * GOD IS AWESOME—God washes me clean.

Activity 3: “Seven Dip Relay”

Supplies needed: bowl of water; tissues; masking tape; window, wall, or table; stopwatch (optional)

To set up:

1. Use masking tape to make a cross on a window, wall, or table. (If using a table, lean it against the wall.)

2. Make a masking tape line on the floor four feet from the cross.

3. Ten feet or more from the cross, set up a bowl of water and a box.

4. Have the children line up behind the bowl of water.

To play:

1. Grab a tissue from the box and wad it up.

2. Dip the tissue quickly in the water seven times and then squeeze out the excess water. (The rest of the group can help count.)

3. Run to the line.

4. Throw the paper at the cross, trying to stick it to the masking tape.

5. Run back to the group and tag the next child.

6. Continue until each child has had a turn.

7. Option: Use a stopwatch to time how long it takes the group to finish the relay.

To discuss:

Just as God healed Naaman when he dipped in the river, God heals us of our sins through Jesus’ death on the cross. What are some sins we do? 

Together brainstorm ideas and then rejoice that God has forgiven us. Practice the take home point: * GOD IS AWESOME—God washes me clean.

Activity 4: “Dip and Write” 
Purpose: Help kids to memorize and keep scriptures at heart. Using creative ways to help kids enjoy learning the key verse and in small group setting.

Supplies needed: white board; marker; worksheet; 2 to 3 poster colours; one brush per child; plastic mat.
Memory Verse:  Psalm 96:4 ~ The Lord is great; He should be praised at all      
       times.
Memory Verse Learning:

Pre-write the memory verse on the white board. Review the memory verse with the children through song learnt in lesson 8. Then, hand out the worksheet to the children. Sit the children around the table. Read the memory verse with the children and encourage them to point to the corresponding words. Next, give each child a brush. Tell the children to dip the brush into the paint and write the outlined words. Remind the children that Naaman was asked to dip into the water and he was healed. Naaman believed in God’s word. God also heals us of our sins when we believe in Him.  When all the children have completed their verse, have the children to sing the memory verse song together.  
Prayer Time: 

Have the children ask God to forgive specific sins, and thank God for forgiving them.

Large Group Wrap-Up: (10 minutes)
Purpose: The crazy bird puppet, Xiao Er, struggles with learning the take home point. The leader shows an example of each small group application activity from this lesson and says the first phrase of the take home point. The kids respond with their phrase. They try to teach the puppet the take home point, but each time he confuses words or concepts. After three attempts, he finally gets it right and sings the correct take home point in a silly opera-like voice.
