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Take Home Point: *Real friends really listen like God listens to us.

 Purpose: Get pointed in the right direction! Build relationships and help guests feel at ease. Do the learning readiness activity that will point your group in the right direction for the lesson.
As kids gather:  Listen to memory verses from last week and give coupons for memory verses, remembering to bring your Bible, and bringing a guest. 

 Begin:  Review the group covenant signed by all. This can be as simple as reading it and reminding all that they have signed it. (See lesson 16.) Welcome new kids and invite them to sign the covenant.

Supplies needed:  a preprinted label and a “Now You’re Talking” Bingo card for each student, pencils

Play a simulated BINGO game that lets kids experience the effects of other kids listening attentively to them or feel what it is like when others listen poorly. The purpose is to help kids identify poor listening skills and encourage them to listen actively.  This can be a large group experience in which several of the small groups meet together to complete this, or it can be done within one small group.

Explain to kids that they are to fill in the BINGO card based upon their ability to talk 15 seconds on a topic while someone else is listening. Kids cannot have the same person sign their card two times in a row.

Stick a label on each kid’s forehead without him reading his own label. The label explains how the other kids are to respond to the individual talking.  After all foreheads are labeled, the game begins.

After the game is over, gather your group together having kids keep their labels on their foreheads for large group. Don’t let the kids tell each other what the labels say. Compare BINGO cards to see who had the best score in your group.

Today we will learn what real friends do and that *real friends really listen like God listens to us.
Go to large group with the kids still wearing the labels on their foreheads.

Overview
Mr(s) Thinkendo’s Classroom: “Let’s Listen”

Ms. Thinkendo asks for volunteers to guess what their labels say and to share how they felt as others responded to their talking in small group application.  

Teaching Session: What does it mean to give your attention to someone else? When you give your attention to someone, you show you are interested in him or her. 

“Jackie is Troubled About School”: Illustrated story to show what listening is all about. A dialogue between Jennifer and Jackie illustrate how people can listen like a mirror or listen like a windowpane.
Small Group Application: 20-25 minutes
Purpose: Help kids map out the meaning of the Bible event in their lives. Use the questions to stimulate discussion, but don't feel tied to them. Allow the Holy Spirit to guide you. Include personal examples from your own faith journey. The example of Christ at work in your life will leave lasting impressions of how Christ can work in the children’s lives.
 

Use your Bibles! Children need to learn how to look up references and follow along when scripture is read aloud. Allow for quality time of prayer at the close of the lesson.
Observation Questions: What does it say?

Have kids use their Bibles to answer these questions.  The following scripture verses are suggestions.  Do not feel like you have to read them all.

What does the Bible say about God listening to us in these verses?

Psalm 116:1-2 says,  “I love the LORD because He listens to my prayers for help. He paid attention to me....” (The NLT says, “…he bends down and listens…”)

Psalm 94:9: “Can’t the creator of ears hear? Can’t the maker of eyes see?”

Isaiah 65:24: “I will provide for their needs before they ask. I will help them while they are still asking for help.”

What does the Bible say about us listening to him?

Matthew 7:24: “Therefore, everyone who hears what I say and obeys it will be like the wise person who built a house on rock. Rain poured, and floods came. Winds blew and beat against that house. But it did not collapse, because its foundation was on rock.”

Luke 8:15: “And what is the seed that fell on the good ground? That is like those who hear God’s teaching with a good, honest heart. They obey God’s teaching and patiently produce good fruit.”
John 10:27: “My sheep listen to my voice.  I know them, and they follow me.”

Hebrews 2:1: “For this reason we must pay closer attention to what we have heard. Then we won’t drift away from the truth.”

James 1:22-25: “Do what God’s teaching says; do not just listen and do nothing. When you only sit and listen, you are fooling yourselves. A person who hears God’s teaching and does nothing is like a man looking in a mirror. He sees his face, then goes away and quickly forgets what he looked like. But the truly happy person is the one who carefully studies God’s perfect law that makes people free. He continues to study it. He listens to God’s teaching and does not forget what he heard. Then he obeys what God’s teaching says. When he does this, it makes him happy.”

How are we to listen to others?

James 1:19: “My dear brothers, always be willing to listen and slow to speak…”

Interpretation Questions: What does this mean?

The opposite of being quick to listen and slow to speak is being quick to speak and slow to listen. What might happen to a relationship or a conversation when one person is quick to speak and slow to listen?  What kinds of problems might result?

What might happen to a relationship or a conversation when both people are quick to speak and slow to listen? What kinds of problems might result?

What are ways we can give others attention? Who gives us the power to do this?

Application Questions: What does this mean to me?

Does God listen to us like a mirror or a windowpane? Why do you think so?

How does God want us to listen to his words? 

Application Activity:

Supplies needed: “Now You’re Listening” BINGO sheet for group, 36 tokens, two dice (one red, one white)
Have kids take turns rolling the dice and answering the corresponding question. After a student has rolled both dice, have him answer the question on the BINGO sheet that corresponds with the numbers on the dice and place a token on that box.  For example, if the red die is a two and the white die is a two, the student would answer the question and place a token on the box that reads, “Tell about a time you felt lonely or left out.”

If a student rolls and the question has already been answered or he is having a hard time answering a question, let him pick a question that hasn’t been answered and place a token on that box.

Ask:

How does our key verse from James 1:19: “Remember this, my dear brothers and sisters: Everyone should be quick to listen, slow to speak…” reinforce the take home point for the day:  *Real friends really listen like God listens to us.
Memory Verse Learning: 5 minutes 

Purpose: Help kids to memorize and keep scriptures at heart. Using creative ways to help kids enjoy learning the key verse and in small group setting. 

Supplies needed: Styrofoam fishes from lesson 18; poster board with 13 hooks attached in three lines; a chair for each team
Memory Verse:  Ephesians 4:29 ~ “When you talk, do not say harmful things. But say what people need – words that will help others become stronger. Then what you say will help those who listen to you.”
MV Presentation:   “Hang Out the Fishes”

We are reviewing Eph. 4:29 again with last week’s visual aids – Styrofoam fishes.  Use masking tape to set two parallel lines 10 feet apart. Use one of the lines as the starting line for the teams and the other end to place the poster board on a chair. Lay the fishes in the middle of the two lines. At the shepherd’s indication, each team member has to run, pick up a fish and hang it on the hook of the poster board. When a team finishes 
the arrangement, they must recite aloud the memory verse. The aim of the relay is to be the quickest team to hang the memory verse in its correct order and recites it. 
Prayer Time:  

Thank God for his friendship with us because of Jesus and for listening with attention to us.  Ask him to teach us how to be good listeners of his word and listeners to our friends.
Large Group Presentation

Mr(s) Thinkendo’s Classroom

“Let’s Listen”

The stage should be prepared in advance to look like a classroom (see Lesson 17). The large group presenter now becomes the teacher, Mr(s) Thinkendo. She/he does this by donning a few simple props such as wearing a frumpy, outdated dress, an outlandish tie or coat, a pocket protector, pens, and a coach’s whistle. 

Ms. Thinkendo gathers the class and asks for seven volunteers in the following way:

Class, please keep your labels on your foreheads.  

Then continue with:  

Students, I noticed there was a lot of conversation—some of it was most peculiar—as I heard you talking to each other. I’m sure you would like to know what the labels on your foreheads say. 

Could I have seven volunteers willing to come forward and guess what is on their label?  I would like these volunteers to also say a sentence or two about how they felt when people listened to them the way they did.  Please raise your hand if you would like to make a guess and share your feelings. 

Ms. Thinkendo selects volunteers that each have a different label and has them come forward. Have them sit in a row of chairs. One at a time, have volunteers step up to the microphone to speak.

Now you may guess. What was written on the sign on your forehead? You may pull it off to check to see if you are correct. Now tell us very briefly how you felt when people listened to you that way. 

As the children talk, go to the white board, flipchart, or overhead and write the following. At the top write, “Listening equals giving your ______ to someone else.” Then make two columns. Label one, “Good Listening” and label the other, “Poor Listening”. As the kids describe some of the listening practices they encountered, write them as examples of either good listening or poor listening.  (Option: If in a setting where others can see easily, take the labels from the kids talking and affix them under the appropriate headings.)
At the conclusion of the seven children’s interviews, ask a question to the entire group:

Who can guess the blank in the title of today’s exercise: “Listening equals giving your ______ to someone else.” (The answer is “attention.”) 

Teaching Session

What does it mean to give your attention to someone else? When you give your attention to someone, you show you are interested in him or her. You listen attentively to them. Every person needs attention, and especially attention from friends. 

Have you ever had a friend who spent his time talking about himself and never listened to you? That means your friend wasn’t giving you attention. Remember, all people need attention, and friends can give it to each other.

Invite a kid forward to read the Bible verse, James 1:19a:

“My dear brothers, always be willing to listen and slow to speak…”

To tell the following story, you will need a mirror and a windowpane. It would be ideal if both were similar in size, but that is not necessary.

Let me tell you a story of what it means to be quick to listen and slow to speak. 

The following story is best told by having two characters dialogue the story with a narrator describing it. These characters are best played by adults and practiced ahead of time. Their parts need not be memorized but can be taped to their props so they can follow along and ad-libbed. 

One character is Jennifer who holds up a handheld mirror every time she talks. This is symbolic of the fact that Jennifer does not listen well to others but mostly talks about herself. 

Jackie, on the other hand, holds up a windowpane every time she speaks. She does this because she listens to others and sees into their world. In this sketch, Jackie is searching for answers and needs someone to look back through the windowpane into her life and listen to her. Unfortunately, she does not receive this attention from Jennifer.

“Jackie Is Troubled About School”

	Jennifer, I’m kind of worried about school. I’m not doing so well because I’m having a hard time in math. What do you think I should do?

	Oh, but you know math is hard—especially fractions. That’s okay because I sit next to Michelle who is very smart in math and she can help me with fractions. 

But she’s not so smart in history. The teacher won’t let me sit with her there because we talk too much. 

But that’s the way teachers are. Well, not all teachers but at least our history teacher who is sooo strict. I just don’t understand.

So, now what were you saying?

	Well, it’s not really math that’s bothering me. It’s my parents. They’re fighting a lot lately and I’m worried they might be separating. I’m really scared they might get divorced.

	(Interrupts.) My parents don’t fight. That’s because my father never talks. He just sits on the couch and watches TV. That’s okay because my mom talks all the time. 

I don’t understand why moms talk so much. It’s like all they do is yack, yack, yack. But maybe that’s because my dad never does talk.

I don’t know. What do you think?
	

	
	I don’t know. Maybe people talk more when they feel like they’re being listened to. Do you think your dad feels like he’s ever listened to?

	Oh, I’m sorry.  What did you say?
	

	
	I said, do you think your dad feels like he’s listened to?

	Maybe that’s it. Sometimes he does yell at us when we’re too loud and the ballgame is on. I listen to him when he yells, but who wants to watch an old ballgame anyway?

Football is so boring to watch on TV, but I like going to the 6th grade boys’ football games. Have you been to see Jason Carter play yet? He is sooo…
	

	
	(Interrupts.) Oh, I don’t want to talk about football, I don’t want to talk about Jason Carter. I just want to talk to someone who listens. 

I wonder if God even listens. I have asked him if he was so powerful, why doesn’t he stop my mom and dad from arguing…

	(Interrupts.) I’ve asked the same question. I can’t understand why God can’t stop certain things from happening…because one time I asked him to not let my pet rabbit die when she was sick…but my rabbit died anyway. It’s almost like God doesn’t even care. I don’t understand why he doesn’t listen when I talk to him about things like that. It’s almost like my rabbit wasn’t very important.
	

	
	Give me a break!  Now we’re talking about your rabbit? I wish you would just listen to me for a change. 

Do you remember our Bible verse last week? James 1:19 says: “Remember this, my dear brothers and sisters: Everyone should be quick to listen, slow to speak…”

And I remember that our shepherd said,  “Maybe that’s why God gave us two ears but only one mouth. “

	Two ears and one mouth…Yeah. 

But I was thinking about my mouth this week, and I think it’s time we start wearing lipstick. What do you think?
	

	
	Did you say lipstick? You’re talking about lipstick now?

	Of course, I’m talking about lipstick. Don’t you listen? Wow! It’s like no one listens anymore.
	


Mr(s) Thinkendo takes the mirror and windowpane from the actors as they step down. She continues with:

In our conversations with others, do we interact with them like we have a mirror and only see ourselves, or do we listen like we have a windowpane where we see into another person’s life?  

As a true friend we should listen with a windowpane. What about God? How does He interact with us? Does He use a mirror or a windowpane? Does He look only at Himself or does He look into our lives?  

Psalm 116:1-2 says, “I love the LORD because He listens to my prayers for help. He paid attention to me....” God uses a windowpane.  

God is our true friend and listens with attention to us. He cares about every part of our life. He wants to hear from us. He even yearns for us to talk to him.  

Now, how should we interact with God? Do we want to use a mirror and only think about ourselves? Or do we also look at God and listen to what he says? In other words, do we use a mirror or a windowpane? We want to use a windowpane. Remember, *Real friends really listen like God listens to us.
You will get the chance to talk more about this in your small group.  Thank you, boys and girls. Class dismissed!
